Aim:
To provide information, tips and techniques that will assist participants to paint finely detailed work using Atelier Free Flow acrylics, to learn new skills and to have a stimulating and happy day.
Outcome:  In this two-day workshop participants will acquire the information and techniques Gail uses in her detailed wildlife art, and will complete at least one work from their own animal/bird images.
The workshop is suitable for beginners and intermediate artists.
Physical Environment

Chairs, tables suitable for small groups, covered area, safe environment suitable for all participants
Materials:  (Participants)
· Half sheet Daler Board, or Bristol Board

· Half sheet of Colourfix paper, smooth (or bring fine sandpaper if bringing ordinary Colourifx), in a mid range colour

· Cartridge paper, or tracing paper

· 2B, B or F graphite pencil
· Stick of while pastel (Faber-Castell preferred)

· White pastel pencil

· Free flow paints in as many colours as you have, including white and Paynes Grey

· Plate or palette

· Gesso primer (plus brush or roller for applying)
· Atelier Satin Medium and Varnish (plus container and brush for using),

· Brushes – variety of sable or taklon etc. suitable for finer work and larger (at least 1” flat)

· Water containers and small container for the varnish (i.e. dipping sauce container)
· Workable fixative (if you have it)

· Cutting blade and ruler

· Masking tape, scissors

· Apron, drop sheets

· Tissues

· Smooth board and clips to attach work
· Easel if you prefer

· Visual diary or note book.

· Reference photos of animal or bird life

Getting started……

We will discuss the free-flow acrylics, what makes them different, their positives and negatives, and how they can be a great medium for animal and bird paintings.

Use and preparation of the supports Gail uses in her artwork will be covered as well as her preferences for brushes etc.  

Much of the first day will be taken with preparation, selection of image, and discussion on using that chosen image as a basis for a painting.  The subject will be drawn first then transferred to the Daler Board or the Colourfix.  
On day two of the workshop we’ll continue with the painting and if time permits, a second painting.

The completed work will be sealed with a varnish which can be worked over if required.
